Created in 1978, Puy du Fou is one of a kind. Twice voted ‘Best Park in the World’, in March 2012 in Los Angeles 

(Thea Classic Award) and in November 2014 in Orlando (Applause Award), Puy du Fou draws on the collective 

imagination by staging grand scale shows that convey universally-experienced emotions. Puy du Fou has invented a 

unique artistic model in the world of leisure, transporting history and legend into its impressive world-class shows.  

Puy du Fou is a group mainly composed of an association under the French Law of 1901 and a Simplified Joint Stock 

Company. In France, the association organises the Cinéscénie show with 4,200 volunteers, and owns the Simplified 

Joint Stock Company which manages the Grand Park (63 daytime and evening shows, 4 period villages, 22 

restaurants and 6 themed hotels) and employs 2,500 people. Both structures guarantee their future by financing the 

Puy du Fou Academy (a primary school with an additional arts focus) and the Junior Academy (an arts-based 

institute) which trains over 700 young people every year in performing arts and techniques. With Puy du Fou 

International, the park shares its expertise worldwide. It is currently creating a park in Spain, based on the Puy du 

Fou model, as well as designing shows in other continents.  In addition to Spain, Puy du Fou is working on a show in 

China. Since its foundation, Puy du Fou has enjoyed steady annual growth, thanks to its commitment to artistic 

excellence and a programme of continued investment.  
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
